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Maintenance Tips of  the Month 
The Do’s and Don’ts For Your Dishwasher 

 

Load large items at the sides and back of the dishwasher, so that they donôt block   
water and detergent from reaching other dishes. 
Place the dirtier side of dishes towards the center of the machine to provide more     
exposure to the spray.  Donôt let the dishes rest side to side. 
Use the top rack for plastic and delicate dishwasher safe items. 
Rest glassware on prongs to prevent breakage.   
Do NOT machine wash the following: brass, bronze, cast iron, disposable plastics, 
gold-colored flatware, gold-leaf china, hollow-handle knives, pewter, tin, or anything 
made of wood or with a wood handle. 
Load silverware with handles down but place knives with the handles up.  
Place items with baked-on food facedown towards the sprayer in the bottom rack.

Here are some tips and info to make your move-out go

MOVE-OUT DATE:  You are required to be moved 
out and your keys turned into the office by noon on 
August 3rd unless you have renewed. 
TRASH REMOVAL: Your bedroom must be            
completely clean of trash and personal items.  
Please be advised that you will be charged for any 
personal or trash items left in the bedroom or in the 
common area. 
FORWARDING ADDRESS: When turning in your 
keys, please be prepared to provide the office with 
your forwarding address; this ensures the delivery 
of your final move-out notice.

You will be        
notified, via mail at your forwarding address, if any 
damages or outstanding balances are determined.   
KEY TURN IN: The apartment is not considered     
vacant until all keys are turned in to the office.  Your 
move out time is very important.  Per your lease 
agreement, You will be charged an automatic hold-
over fee, plus double pro-rated rent per day if you 
fail to turn in your keys by 12 noon.  You will also be        
responsible for the cost of putting the new renter in 
a hotel, etc.
