Decals:  
We will be issuing out New RED Decals for the 2011 year and the BLUE 2010 will be expired. All the resi-

dents that renewed will receive a letter posted and a couple emails giving them the dates when they may come 

in and register for the new decal. You will have to remove the OLD decal from your car so that you do not get 

towed if they accidentally just see that one. Simply use Windex and a razor blade to remove or just pull it off if 

you can. Starting September 1st, 2010 towing will start again in full force so make sure to have the proper de-

cal and have everyone else park in a Visitor Spot.  
 

Trash: 
We know that there will be a need for additional trash roll offs around the community for everyone to dispose of 

unwanted things. We will have Roll Offs placed around the community starting August 2nd for everyone to use. 

Please try to make sure everything is bagged unless it is a big peace of furniture. We encourage that if you 

have something in great condition that you donate to people in need such as Goodwill or a church foundation, 

most of the time they will come and pick it up from you. We will also be giving out 4 Large Trash Bags Per 

Person to help you clean up and pack. If there are any items big or small left behind in the apartment 

you will be charged!  

 

Turning In Keys: 
A mass majority of the community is to move out 8/6/10 at NOON so by that date and time you should turn in 

your keys and fill out a move out form in the front office. You will need to know a valid forwarding address so 

that we may send you a move out letter stating account move out balances. You need to make sure you have 

locked bedroom and front entry doors. Make sure you clean out your mailbox and have contact the post office 

canceling your mail being delivered here and routed to your new place of residency. There are 3 keys to turn in 

(front, bedroom and mail) and each key costs $25 each if missing. If you are going to move and be out of town 

and going to be mailing in your keys make sure in a note you have Your Name, Apartment number, a forward-

ing address, email and phone number along with all of the keys. They must be mailed Return Receipt, 

Certified mail to keep better track of we are not responsible if keys are mailed and not received.  

*Upon moving out all furniture needs to be put back in the rightful position and place. This is so we can ac-

count for all the furniture if something is missing you will be charged for it so it is very important you get eve-

rything back in place* 

 

What you can get charged for: 

(These are not all that you can get charged for, we will send a more detailed list later. These are just com-

monly asked about. Thank you.) 

 

Trash:  

1 bag of trash $25 

1 piece of furniture removal $75 and up 

1 keg left behind $50 and a grill $35 
Cleans: 

Heavy cleans for bed and bath can range from $25-$50 

Heavy cleans for a Common area can range from $25-$75 
Holes: 

charges for anything bigger than a Quarter Size and up starting at $25 and up 

Paint:

Whether it is after a few months or several years, we would like to be able to return a full security deposit at the end of your lease. The following policies are provided to clarify what is 

necessary to return an apartment in ready-to-rent condition. If we must clean more than a normal cleaning, make repairs, or replace items there will be a charge for the costs, including cost of 

producing any photos that management deemed necessary for reference. 

A normal cleaning consists of: 

1. Kitchen Cleaning: 

Oven and refrigerator: clean outside and behind; clean all knobs & switches.  

Cabinets & Counters: clean interiors and exteriors and remove all films and loose particles of dirt/food/etc. 

Dishwasher: clean inside & out. 

2. Bathroom Cleaning:        

Clean all fixtures: sink, tub, tiles & toilet, leaving them free of mildew and soap film.  

Mirrors: remove spots & markings.  

Cabinets: clean inside and out. 

3. Room Cleaning:  

Windows: clean all with glass cleaner, wipe down sills and clean blinds. 

Doors: clean dirt and marks, and dust all bi-folds doors 

Closets: wipe down all shelves. 

Misc: clean all a/c intake grills, vents, all fixtures, and fan blades. Sweep all patios and walkways clean of debris. 

4. Floor Cleaning: 

Carpet: vacuum all carpeted areas. Any additional cleaning, stain removal, carpet dye, repairs, odor treatment or damage will be charged to the 

Resident accordingly.  If any other work is necessary in the unit, the resident may be charged for an additional steam cleaning.    

Tile: remove hair and dirt, all areas need to be mopped, (strip and wax if necessary). 

Baseboards: clean and remove all hair & dust. 

The resident is responsible for cleaning any item or appliance not listed above.  If any of the above listed items are left excessively dirty, or if any cleaning not considered normal cleaning is 

needed to make the unit in ready-to-rent condition, the resident will be charged. Management reserves the right to charge for items replaced/additional cleaning required to return the apart-

ment to a òready to rentó condition. A complete listing is available upon request. 

 

Any color changes will result in 100% of cost to return unit to original color to be charged to the resident upon move-out. Full 

paints do not include ceilings.   Resident will be charged back for any ceiling paint needed above and beyond normal wear and 

tear. Ceilings needing paint due to excessive cigarette smoke or discoloration will be chargeable to residents. 

Mgt. will charge for any damage caused to the flooring that reduces the life of the flooring. 

Damage to Furniture will be charged to resident. Resident is responsible for assessing any existing damage at move-in on the òMove-in Inspection Sheetó. Furniture 

that is excessively dirty, requiring more than a basic cleaning will be charged as needed to Resident. 

Essentially, apartments are rented back to back.  Any time between the end of your lease and the start of the next lease is critical for putting the unit in ready to 

rent status.   It is imperative that you are completely moved out of your apartment by Noon (12:00 p.m.) on the last day of your lease. Hold over tenancy (as 

defined by failure to return all keys to residentõs unit, and/or removal of all belongings from assigned unit) will result in a mini-

mum charge of $150 and double pro-rated rent being assessed to Resident. Any other associated expenses or losses incurred by 

Mgt due to such holdover will also be assessed to Resident. Resident acknowledges responsibility for obtaining receipt from Management that keys 

were returned at move-out. All keys mailed must be received by Management no later then the lease end date. Keys received after the lease end date 

will be subject to the lock change charge of $65.  Mailed keys must be sent return receipt, certified mail to front office. 

Property which remains on premises or in the unit after vacating shall be considered abandoned and at Mgtõs option shall become Mgtõs property or be removed at 

the residentõs expense of $25 per item, $75 per piece of large furniture and $25 per bag for the disposal of garbage left in the unit.  BY SIGNING THIS HOUSING 

CONTRACT THE RENTER AGREES THAT UPON SURRENDER OR ABANDONMENT, AS DEFINED BY THE FLORIDA STATUTES, THE LANDLORD 

SHALL NOT BE LIABLE OR RESPONSIBLE FOR STORAGE OR DISPOSITION OF THE RENTERõS PERSONAL PROPERTY.
